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To provide flexible, student centered, 
team based services with a mental 
health focus for developing transition 
skills in students with severe emotional/
behavioral disorders. 
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CB/PSD serves students ages 16 to 21 whose 
needs are focused on mental health and the  
areas of transition and whose individual  
education team has determined  this to be the  
correct educational placement. 

Our mission at Community Based PSD is to     

educate students to reach their full potential in a   

respectful and dignified manner and provide     

individualized services that enable students to 

lead productive and independent lives as adults.  

We help students to achieve their goals and      

objectives by providing specialized education, 

training and support in five key areas of transition. 

    Transition can be thought of as learning new 

skills or using current skills in a new location. 

Even though a transition student is still in high 

school, it does not mean that student needs to be 

in a school building. Instead of attending classes, 

the student needs  to identify interests and needs 

in the five areas of transition; community            

participation, jobs and job training, home living, 

recreation & leisure, and post-secondary  training.  
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A case manager, primary worker, and  
vocational specialist team with the students. 
This team works closely with the family and 
student to plan transition activities. The pur-
pose of the transition planning is to assist stu-
dents in preparing for the adult world of work 
and independent  living. 
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· Recreation and Leisure  
· Provides opportunities for students to 

work together and develop social skills 
such as: cooperation, appropriate 
community     behavior and the re-
sources to know how and where to 
utilize community recreation and lei-
sure activities independently after 
graduation. 

· Community Participation  
· Provides opportunities for students to 

learn how to access and appropriately 
use   community resources independ-
ently.   

· Jobs & Job Training  
· Provides opportunities for students to   

participate in job related activities for 
the purpose of participating in the 
world of work and increasing their abil-
ity to secure and maintain employ-
ment. 

· Home Living  
· Provides an opportunity for students to 

develop the skills necessary to live        
independently. These skills include:      
grocery shopping, cooking, budgeting, 
meal planning, baking, housing op-
tions, and learning simple home re-
pairs. 

· Post-Secondary Education  
· Provides opportunities to explore          

vocational training and/or increase 
their awareness of options available to 
them through career exploration so 
they can develop a future plan prior to 
graduation.
